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        BVFD Notes  
The BVFD spent 81 man hours responding to 26 
emergency calls in October. We responded to 19 
EMS calls, 1 Vehicle Accident, 1 Vehicle Fire and 
5 Miscellaneous calls for Citizens Assistance. The 
members also preformed 21 man hours of monthly 

maintenance on the station and equipment in 
conjunction with their assigned crews. 

OLDER ADULTS AT RISK FOR FIRE DEATH AND 
INJURY 

Older adults are the fastest growing age group of 
the American population and are also one of the 
groups at highest risk for fire deaths. Based on 
2001-2005 annual averages, adults 65 and older 

also face a risk twice the average, while people 85 
and older have a risk that is four-and-a-half 
times more than average, according to NFPA. 
Examining the problem further, data from the 

National Fire Incident Reporting System reports 
that two-thirds of fire deaths in the elderly occur 

when the victim is sleeping or trying to escape, 
which reinforces the need to stress the importance 

of preparing and practicing an escape plan, and 
adjusting that plan to take into consideration the 
physical capabilities of older adults. During 2005, 
over one-third of the fire fatalities occurred in 

people over 60.

Congratulations to John Carson (Mayor), Mitch Greer

their respective seats with the City.  The City had a 24% 
turnout (206 voters of 856 registered voters) which is 
about average for an election like this.  We had some 
calls about the write-in votes and Scott County told me 
that Iowa only requires an actual reporting of write-in 
votes if the write-in votes are substantial enough to make 
a difference.  I reviewed past elections and found this to 
be the case. 
 
It was a slow month for Council ~ not much excitement.  
Council authorized Microsoft Excel training for the DPW 
guys, accepted the bids for the sale of 4 vehicles, 
authorized dial-up internet service for the Utilities, 
Museum, and Community Center, set a limit of $50 for 
Bereavement Expenses, and directed staff to get bids on 
the parking for the front of the Buffalo Activity Center.  
Council also adopted Ordinance 419 which requires that 
all taverns keep their doors closed to help keep the noise 
level down. 
 
The Activity Center is looking really nice.  The lockers 
have been removed, new carpeting installed, and we are 
currently updating the signage within the building.  
We’ve been discussing what to do with the walls at the 
center and believe we have a wonderful solution to our 
problem.  We’d like to take pictures of Buffalo (and 
especially the residents) throughout the years, frame 
them, and hang them in the BAC.  If you have pictures of 
Buffalo that we can have, please drop them off at City 
Hall.  I can’t guarantee that you’ll get them back, so 
please only donate pictures that we can keep.  We’ll also 
need some large frames so if you have any you’d like to 
donate; we’d love to have them.

EASY SWEET POTATO CASSEROLE
