The BVFD spent 24 man hours responding to 16
emergency calls in February. All calls for the
month were for EMS assistance. The members also
preformed 25 man hours of monthly maintenance
on the station and equipment in conjunction with
their assigned crews.

CLERK’S CORNER
Wow — what a winter... Dwain and the guys finally had
a weekend where they didn’t have to remove snow...

Council had a very busy meeting in March, even though
it lasted only 39 minutes. The West End Curb and Gutter
Project ~ storm sewers, curb, and gutter for EIm, Oak and
Maple Streets ~ was approved and construction will
begin this spring. The entire project is funded with State
Road Tax money which the city already has on hand.

The 2008-09 budget was approved which holds the tax
rate at $8.10 for all city purposes. Services and staffing
will remain at the current levels.

Additional actions by council included increasing the
Easter Egg Hunt donation to $500, approving the bid for
2 doors at the BAC to be modified to include handicap
entrances (grant money will fund most of this project),
approved the 2008 pavement marking program with Scott
County, waived their right to review the Oak Valley
Addition subdivision, and adopted Ordinance 420 relating
to animal control.

The parking and sidewalk project at the Activity Center
was started on Monday the 10™. Parking similar to that
along Front Street will be created and a sidewalk running
from the gym parking to the park will be installed.
Previously we discussed the importance of the council
agenda and the roles of the Mayor and Councilmembers.
This month we’ll start reviewing the departments of the
City.

Buffalo has 3 full time department heads ~ Police Chief
Gage Adams, Director of Public Works Dwain Bollman,
and City Clerk Bill Bowers. Fire Chief Terry Adams is
not an employee of the City.

Dwain is responsible for the majority of city
responsibilities as his department maintains the city
infrastructure ~ roads, water, sewer, electric, storm water
as well as providing the majority of labor required around
the city for general maintenance, including the Buffalo
Activity Center, City Park, the Riverfront, and all City
buildings. Additionally, he supervises Building Inspector
Tom Zuber.

I like to say that if you don’t need it arrested, or you don’t
need it signed, Dwain is in charge. He and his crew
(Jamie Brooks, Rich Derrickson, Greg Shaw, Grant
Carson) do an outstanding job of keeping the roads clear
and providing water, sewer and electric services to the
majority of the homes in Buffalo. We’re lucky to have
such a dedicated person overseeing these important
functions.
