                    BVFD Notes  

The BVFD spent 87 man hours responding to 15 
emergency calls in April. We responded to 11 EMS 
calls, 1 structure fire, 1 boat call and 2 miscellaneous 
calls for a gas leak and alarm malfunction. The 
members also preformed 20 man hours of monthly 
maintenance on the station and equipment in 
conjunction with their assigned crews. 

With the weather turning nice and people getting out 
and doing yard work, there are going to be more and 
more of you burning your yard waste. While this is by 
far the easiest way to get rid if those twigs and limbs 
that was left by Mother Nature’s winter, there are some 
rules that need to be followed when burning your yard 
waste. First and most important, according to Iowa’s 
open burning law, you may only burn something that 
was grown on your property. This means that building 
materials and household items cannot be burned 

openly. Secondly, all open burning must be attended. 
This means that if you are going to burn you have to 
stay by the fire with rake, hose or other means of 

control.  Lastly, think of your neighbors,  you can burn, 
but you cannot infringe on your neighbors right to the 
clean and fresh spring air, so check the wind direction 
and speed before you light up. Have a safe spring 

season. 
The BVFD spent 127 man hours responding to 21 
emergency calls in March. We responded to 16 EMS 
calls, 2 structure fires, 2 vehicle accidents and 1 rubbish 
fire. The members also preformed 23 man hours of 
monthly maintenance on the station and equipment in 

conjunction with their assigned crews.

Holy cow ~ what an outstanding spring!  No bugs, snow, 
or anything else to spoil the best season of the year! 
The financial audit by the State has been completed and 
we expect the report in June.  I don’t expect anything 
other then some recommendations on procedures.  The 
city is in sound financial shape. 
Council met twice during the past month.  The big item 
of discussion has been Biscuits Bar and Grill ~ Council 
authorized an outdoor service area until 9 pm Sunday 
through Thursday and until 10 pm on Friday and 
Saturday.  The area is to be fenced with only an 
emergency exit.  Originally Council requested an 8’ fence 
along the alley, but reduced the requirement to 6’.  
Outdoor music will allowed one Saturday per month from 
1 pm until 3 pm.  Outdoor music will be reviewed in July. 
Ordinances are being drafted and considered to formalize 
outdoor service areas.  If you have any interest in this, 
please check our website or the bank or Post Office for 
agendas of meetings. 
Additionally Council approved the bid from Municipal 
Street Improvements for the annual seal coating, 
approved the beer/liquor licenses for Shell and Beach 
Pub, approved a block party as requested by Jim Frank, 
denied the request for a tax exemption from the Outing 
Club, approved a $50 per month fuel surcharge for Kimes 
Mowing, and authorized the purchase of an additional 
computer for use in the Sewer Utility. 
We had to amend the FY 2007-2008 budget again this 
year.  The West End Curb and Gutter project is moving 
more quickly and we will probably pay for most of it 
during this fiscal year.  We therefore moved the costs into 
this year’s budget.  Secondly, council authorized the Fire 
Department to purchase a really nice used fire truck 
which was not in the budget and so we had to amend to 
include that.  Finally, our interest earnings is up so we 
will take in more interest then we had anticipated.   
We’ve been talking about city departments and I guess 
it’s the Clerk’s Office turn.  Tanna and I are the two 
employees in the Clerk’s Office and are the newest 
employees in Buffalo ~ we both have been here about 2 
½ years.  We are responsible for all the administrative 
tasks within the city – utility billing, payroll, minutes, and 
agendas – just to name a few.  We deal with everything 
from garbage collection to lost dogs and hope we do it 
with a smile.  We’ve made a bunch of changes over the 
past couple of years, all in the hope of being more 
efficient and most of all, more helpful and responsive to 
you, our customers.
