City of Buffalo, Iowa
Ordinance 427
An Ordinance amending Section 3-3.0901 of Article 9 of the Municipal Code of the City of Buffalo relating to sewer rates and charges

WHEREAS, in order to maintain the City’s sewer utility system it is necessary to charge a monthly rate for those services, and;

WHEREAS, from time to time it is necessary to increase the sewer rates and charges in order to pay for providing, maintaining and replacing the city sewer and water system, and;

WHEREAS, the City of Buffalo has not changed sewer rates and charges in approximately five years;

THEREFORE, be it resolved that the sewer rates and charges are to be amended as follows:

3-3.0901 SEWER SERVICES DESIGNATED. 

There shall be and there are hereby established sewer service charges for the use of and for the service supplied by the municipal sanitary sewer utility based upon the amount and rate of water consumed as follows: 

	AMOUNT 
	SEWER SERVICE CHARGE 

	Beginning July 1, 2009: 

	First 3,000 gallons or lesser amount per month 
	$16.50 per month (minimum monthly bill) 

	Usage in excess of 3,000 gallons per month 
	$3.20 per 1,000 gallons 


Customers of the sanitary sewer facility who are not also customers of the municipal water system shall be billed a minimum charge of twenty two dollars and fifty cents ($22.50) per month. 

Service to industrial establishments may be by contract if the city deems this to be in its best interest. 
In the case of non-metered services minimum service charge should not be less than twenty two dollars and fifty cents ($22.50) per month. 

Minimum fees will not be charged if the sewer service is stubbed at the main or if the home has been removed and the sewer lateral is stubbed.
